build on the beach, and wanting to make the view of the water as accessible as possible, flattened them. At about the time this 

was happening, there seemed to be a more and more prevalent view of the damage that man was causing to our beautiful 

beaches. Thankfully, there are restrictions on what can be done to our marshes, and to our shores. The marshes of Glynn Count 

are considered to be one of the very few existing pristine marshes in the United states.
